The Honorees
Don Goble, Ladue School District teacher, is receiving the “Educator” award for his ongoing media literacy education efforts as Broadcast Technology & Film Instructor and Co-Director of LHS-TV for Ladue Horton Watkins High School, and as Ladue School District's Broadcast Technology Manager and Video Producer.  In addition, he earns high marks for bringing honor to his school district and greater St. Louis community, with his media literacy workshops, nationwide,  underscoring how to integrate video and media into core curricula in the classroom setting.
Don, Corrigan. Kirkwood-Webster Times/West End Word/ South County Times Editor, is receiving the “Media Professional” award for his continuing efforts to educate the public about the importance of media literacy, both in his media work and as a Webster University School of Communications  professor .  Corrigan has demonstrated his prowess as a thoughtful communicator, not only in his editor, columnist and education roles but as a prolific and thoughtful author, asking the right questions regarding media treatments of timely issues, especially as they relate to science and the environment.   
Webster University is receiving the “Institution” award for its tremendous academic endeavors to bring media literacy education  into both the School of Communication and the School of Education, together for more than a quarter of a century.    Underscoring the importance of media literacy education for all communicators, no matter their communication specialty and no matter what education paths their education students pursue, Webster University has remained committed to scholarly reach locally, nationally and internationally, regarding media literacy education. 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“If media literacy education is to flourish, we need models who exemplify the best in teaching and communicating about media literacy,” said GMLP awards chair, Anne Bader, GMLP founding member and media literacy proponent. “Our teachers, in formal and informal teaching environments, not only need the seminal media literacy education research that’s emerging; they need role models, like our honorees, in order to further succeed with their own efforts.”  

GMLP’s Charles Klotzer Media Literacy Award was first awarded to its namesake and his wife, Rose Klotzer, at the National Association for Media Literacy Education’s (NAMLE’s) 2007 Media Literacy Education Conference before an international audience.  At that time, more than 400 attendees were able to hear the remarkable story of the Klotzer duo, founders of the now 41-year-old St. Louis Journalism Review/Gateway Journalism Review, one of only two remaining such publications in the country.
